
LA PIETRA - HAWAII SCHOOL FOR GIRLS  
SPECTATOR POLICY 

(updated 3/27/2024) 

 
1. For the 2024 - 2025 ILH Girls Volleyball and Basketball Seasons, game tickets must be 

purchased at HomeTownTicketing.com or on the Hometown Ticketing App on your mobile 
device. All tickets for the 24-25 school year will be digital tickets that will need to be 
presented on your mobile device. CSAL Games will not have an admission cost so no tickets 
will need to be purchased. 
 

2. All Spectators entering La Pietra Gymnasium must present their digital ticket when entering 
the gymnasium. 

 
3. No eating or drinking by spectators attending ILH or CSAL athletic competition inside the 

gymnasium. If spectators desire to drink or eat, it must be done after exiting the La Pietra 
gymnasium.  
 

4. No pets are allowed in La Pietra Gymnasium.  
 

5. While attending ILH and CSAL Competitions held at La Pietra – Hawaii School for Girls’ 
gymnasium, spectators are expected to demonstrate good sportsmanship and positive 
support at all times. We ask that all spectators honor the competition by being positive in 
their cheers, comments, and actions towards all players, coaches, support staff, game 
officials, and fellow spectators before, during, and after the game. Failure to follow 
standards of good sportsmanship and appropriate behavior may result in removal from the 
ILH event taking place at La Pietra.  
 

6. Spectators attending an ILH event can exit the gymnasium but will receive a hand stamp 
prior to exiting the gymnasium and will be asked to remain in the gym lanai area / outdoor 
court area if not departing campus.  

 
7. During or after completion of ILH competitions, spectators may not enter the playing court 

area (as stated in ILH Policy Handbook) and are required to exit the gymnasium in an orderly 
manner. Spectators are not allowed to enter campus facilities areas away from the athletic 
facility where the ILH/CSAL competition is taking place.
